To undertake constructing a scheme
of educating children which is rooted in the
truths of Scripture, which will meet the needs
of children from various backgrounds and of
varying abilities, which not only educates, but
equips, challenges, and inspires, is no small
task. Indeed some believe it an insurmount-
able one. Yet achieving this end is exactly
what we aim to do, what we must do.

Where do we start? We must begin
with the child. | am convinced that even
more than a better method of educating chil-
dren we need a truer conception of children.
One of the foundational ideas behind the pro-
gram at South City Community School is that
the child is born a person. We have assumed,
likely even been taught, that children are the
products of their environment, their educa-
tion, their heredity. We have forgotten that
they are persons, made in the image of God.
Inexperienced, ignorant, yes, but incomplete,
undeveloped, no. As image bearers they have
potentialities as great as our own. British edu-
cator Charlotte Mason writes,
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knowledge and mechanical skill at a rate so amazi
that could the infantd:
manhood, he would surely appropriate the whole
field of knowledge in a single lifetime!

This is no idealized view of the child. We

must see the child for what hefisfallen, but
redeemed. To see the child for less than what
he is is to despise him, regardless of how kind
and well intentioned our motive.

What does this look like in an academic pro-
gram? Children are given a curriculum not
only broad, but deep. They are offered a cur-
riculum rich in ideas rather than one filled
merely with childsized facts. They are given
the opportunity to reflect upon and talk about
things which can rarely be measured by a stan-
dardized test. They are not spoefed infor-
mation, in groups of similardgbled peers, but
guided in the development of their natural abil-
ity to attend and observe, to ponder, and in-
vestigate on their own and with their very dif-
ferent and equally unique classmates. They are
expected, and indeed do, take responsibility
and most often delight in their learning. They
